From The Desk Of Dean Sachs
I would like to start off by saying that I feel privileged to be a part of the Tulane 
community.  In working with the students and faculty over the past several 
months, I have come to know Tulane.  The warmth, liveliness, and sense of 
community are very unique and unlike any I have ever experienced.  My goal 
in coming to New Orleans is to help Tulane not only in expanding research 
and educational goals, but also in improving the overall healthcare delivery in 
this part of the country.  Although it seems like a lofty goal, I feel fortunate to 
have the opportunity to truly make a difference.  

On the research front, I am working with Provost Michael Bernstein and Dean 
Nicholas Altiero of the School of Science and Engineering . Because the future 
of biomedical research is bridging together the physical sciences with the 
biomedical sciences, we are working to organize a new method of research 
where mathematicians, physicians, and chemists will work alongside the 
clinicians and biomedical researchers. This holistic approach will be very 
valuable ,and in light of the willingness across campuses to bring this together, 
there could not be a better time to implement it than Post -Katrina.

On the clinical front, the goal is making the Tulane system the preeminent 
center in this part of the country.  In doing this, my foremost goal is patient 
safety.  While in Boston, the Joint Commission granted my team the Eisenberg 
Patient Safety and Quality Award for enhancing patient safety and reducing 
medical errors.  We adopted ideas from the U.S. Department of Defense and 
NASA, and we used them as a basis in reducing medical errors.  A tangible 
first step here at Tulane is to employ a state-of-the-art simulation center where 
students, faculty, and clinicians can further train and practice their skills before 
patient involvement.  This new technology is the future of training in all health 
care fields and will be a big step towards the future for Tulane. With the help 
of the U.S. Department of Defense, Dr. Kevin Krane , the Curriculum 
Committee, and Dr. Doug Slakey, Chair of the Department of Surgery, we 
hope to make this a reality in the near future.

organized so that students can voluntarily participate. Secondly, Dr. Annie Daniel, Director of the Office of 
Medical Education will be providing workshops for third and fourth year students who wish to serve as 
small group facilitators for second year students. These workshops will be offered over several months to 
reach as many students as possible. Once students have participated in a workshop, they will be notified of 
upcoming small group sessions, and can then volunteer to serve as a facilitator based on their availability 
and interest in the topic. In addition, the Office of Medical Education is hiring several new staff to improve 
evaluation and technology services for both students and faculty.

For students on clerkships, does the term RIME mean anything to you? I have completed presentations to 
the residents from most of the clerkships on using this system of assessment and feedback. If you are not 
familiar with this system, RIME is an acronym for R -reporter, I -interpreter, M -manager, and E-educator, all 
representing different levels of training that students and residents pass through. This system, popularized 
by Dr. Lou Pangaro from the Uniformed Services University of the Health Sciences, is used by many 
institutions and programs as a tool to help residents and faculty provide feedback to their learners. 
Everyone needs and should expect feedback and this is one tool to facilitate this process.

This type of 
competitive PBL is based on the highly successful Tuesday School program for T3s.     Attend four sessions, 
and you also get official credit for completing an elective.  These sessions will continue in the spring 
semester.
